Delegates taking part in this simulation should have a strong interest and some knowledge in international law and/or criminal law. Specific knowledge and experience in international criminal law and/or human rights law and/or moot court experience is an asset. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The participation in the International Criminal Court simulation as a Counsel requires dedication and a rather high level of preparation. While a certain time commitment is crucial, delegates taking part in this simulation will be rewarded with a unique experience. The prosecution, defense, and victims’ representative teams will each be composed of two delegates. Prior to the conference, delegates will thoroughly research the cases on the Court’s docket and prepare the arguments with their fellow co-counsel. NMUN volunteer staff members will be ready to assist successful applicants during the preparation process. They will also provide training material in addition to the Background Guide. Each court (Sheraton & Marriott) will have three two-person teams. During the Conference, they will present evidence and oral arguments at length to the Court, training both their public speaking and legal argumentation skills. The counsel teams play a key role in the simulation and have a strong influence on the deliberations and judgment.
